s. 368 of the Municipal Government Act to amend the boundaries of polling districts 1, 2, 3,4, 5, 6 and 7, and
the Board having issued its decision on April 5, 2004;

It is hereby ordered that the application is approved in part as follows:

1. The boundaries of polling districts 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, and a portion of polling district 7 are amended;

2. The boundaries of polling district 6 and the balance of polling district 7 remain unchanged;

3. The descriptions of the boundaries of the polling districts are set out in Schedule “A”, attached to
and forming part of this Order, with the amendments to Polling Districts 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 7 outlined
in bold;

And it is further ordered that for the purposes of all provisions of the Municipal Government Act and
the Municipal Elections Act and of any other acts of the Province of Nova Scotia applying to the preparation
for and holding of the regular election of councillors of the Municipality in the year 2004, the above-noted
changes shall be deemed to have taken effect on the first day of March, 2004, but for all other purposes, such

changes shall take effect on the first day of the first meeting of the new Council after the election of councillors
for the year 2004.
