And wher eas, after taking into account the financial implications and the necessity and expediency of the
proposed dissolution, the Board finds, on the basis of the evidence before it, that the Town should be dissolved
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pursuant to s. 399 of the Municipal Government Act;

And wher eas the Board is satisfied that the provisions contained in the L etter of Intent are reasonable and

appropriate and should form the basis of the terms of dissolution, subject to further directions by the Board;

It ishereby ordered that:

The Town of Hantsport shall be dissolved;

The dissolution shall be effective July 1, 2015;

The area comprising the dissolved Town, described in Schedule “B” attached to this Order, shall be
annexed to, and form part of, the Municipality of the District of West Hants;

Upon dissolution, the assets and liabilities of the Town shall become the assets and liabilities of the
Municipality;

There shall be no adjustment by the Director of Assessment on the assessment roll applicableto the area
of the dissolved Town;

Effective upon dissolution, and remaining in effect until the councillors elected or acclaimed in the
October 2016 municipal election are duly sworn in to take office, Municipal Council will be composed of
10 councillors comprised of the current nine councillors from the existing polling districtsin the
Municipality, together with the current Mayor representing the area comprising the dissolved Town;

The Town and Municipality have filed a study under s. 368 of the Municipal Government Act, and an
application with the Board under s. 369, outlining the proposed number of councillors and polling district
boundaries for the combined Municipality, which are to take effect for the October 2016 municipal
eection. The Board Clerk will schedule a hearing with respect to the said application under s. 369;

Upon dissolution, the Town councillors (including the Mayor) who are members of the Town's water
utility, boards and commissions shall be replaced by appointments to be made by the Municipality;

During the six yearsimmediately following dissolution, the proceeds from the sale of any real or personal
property owned by the Town at the time of dissolution, and exceeding $2,500 in value, shall be held in a
specia reserve, as set out in the Letter of Intent, and can be used only for purposes associated with the
dissolved Town and its debts;

Until the dissolution takes effect, the Town shall keep the Municipality informed of its actions respecting
the status of its employees and the implementation of the strategy respecting its employees. The Town
shall accommodate the reasonable requests of the Municipality in respect of the implementation of the

strategy;

Until the dissolution takes effect, the Municipality shall be permitted to designate one or more of its
employeesto attend upon the Town'’s offices, or upon any other of its properties, to observe the Town’s
operations. For the purposes of this direction, the said employee(s) shall be permitted to receive
confidential information held by the Town. Any information so received shall be kept confidential and
disclosed solely with respect to the employee’ s employment duties with the Municipality and in
furtherance of the directivesin this Order;

LETTER OF INTENT

THIS LETTER OF INTENT made this @ day of March, 2015.

BETWEEN:

HER MAJESTY THE QUEEN, in right of the Province of Nova Scotia, as repr i by the Mini of the
Department of Municipal Affairs (hereinafter referred to as the "Province");

and

The Municipality of the District of West Hants {hereinafter referred to as the “Municipality”).

WHEREAS on May 21, 2014 the Town of Hantsport [hereinafter referred to as the “Town”) applied to the Nova
Scotia Utility and Review Board (NSUARB) pursuant to Section 394 of the Municipal Government Act to dissolve
and become part of the Municipality of the District of West Hants or the Municipality of the County of Kings;

AND WHEREAS the Province of Nova Scotia is supportive of municipal governments that demonstrate leadership
for long-term, transformational change, restructuring their governance arrangements to improve efficiency and
effectiveness;

AND WHEREAS in the best interests of the Province and the Municipality (hereinafter referred to as the
“Parties") in maving the dissolution process forward, the Parties have come to an agreement with respect to
post-dissolution financial matters prior to the Hearing on the Merits;

AND WHEREAS on December 2, 2014, the Town of Hantsport, by motion, accepted to join the Municipality of
the District of West Hants and to continue the dissolution process with said municipality by negotiating terms of
said disselution;

NOW THEREFORE in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements contained in this Letter of Intent,
the Parties agree as follows:

1.0 FUNDING ASSISTANCE

1.1.  The Pravince will provide funding over six (6) fiscal pericds commencing July 1, 2015 and ending June

At the
expiry of this period, the equalization allocation for the combined municipal enit will revert to the
applicable provincial formula in effect at that time.

{b} Special capital funding of 1,830,000 to be paid in amounts as follows: (2015-16) - $274,500; (2016-
17) - $366,000; (2017-18) - $366,000; (2018-19) - $366,000; (2019-20) - 366,000 and {2020-21} -
$91,500. This funding, allocated over six (6) periods, is for infrastructure improvements within the
Town derived from recommendations as presented in the Infrastructure Study completed by OPUS
International Consultants {Canada) Limited on November 26, 2014 plus an additional infrastructure
requirement identified by the Municipality which involves building renovations. This fuading can be
used to secure additional financial assi e from other prog that are not already part of this

This funding is for incremental dissolution
costs, subject to the reporting requirements outlined under section 5.0 of this Letter of Intent, and

not to be used ta replace normal operating expenses that would be incurred without dissolution.

(e} The Department of Municipal Affairs will work with other provincial government departments ta
request that no present funding programs available to the Town and the Municipality are reduced
below current funding levels for the next six (6) fiscal years, where any such reductions are based
solely on the dissolution of the Town. This provision does not apply to program or funding changes
that are made for reasons other than the Town's dissolution.

The Municipality acknowledges that $300,000 has already been paid by the Province to the Town of
Hantsport in pre-dissolution funding and additional estimated amount of $150,000 will be requisitioned
by the Town prior to dissolution.

OTHER ASSISTANCE

The Province will work cooperatively with the Municipality to identify funding sources and
programs that will assist the Municipality with future program and infrastructure costs as the need
arises and upon request of the Municipality.

The Province recognizes that schools constructed prior to 1982 in the Town may revert back to
municipal ownership, if deemed surplus by the Annapolis Valley Regional School Board. This may result
in significant costs for the Municipality. If this were to happen prior ta March 31, 2020, the Province will
work cooperatively with the Municipality to identify funding sources for schools that are transferred
back to the Municipality.

The Parties acknowledge that the Town of Hantsport is a party to a School Board funding agreement
executed on May 1, 1989 between the Town of Hantsport, the Town of Kentville, the Town of Waolfville,
the Town of Berwick, the Municipality of the County of Kings, and the Minister of Education, which
agreement amended an earlier School Board funding agreement among all of the parties named above
save for the Town of Hantsport which was executed on January 21, 1982 {“collectively referred to as the
Schaool Board Funding Agreements”). The parties agree to request that the NSUARB include in its final
order a provision stipulating that following an order granting the dissolution of the Town of Hantsport
that West Hants shall act as successor to the Town of Hantsport in respect of the School Board Funding
Agreements and shall fulfiil the obligations of Hantsport set out therein to the Annapolis Valley Regional
Schaol Boeard ("School Board”), or its successors, and that funding for the School Board in respect of the
area formerly comprising the Town shall be determined pursuant to the School Board Funding
Agreements, with any necessary modifications for context, and that funding for the remaining portion of
the Municipality shall be determined by otherwise applicable education funding regulations, with any
necessary modifications for context.
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3.0 TOWN STREETS

31 The Municipality will take over responsibility for all streets, roads, lanes, etc., within the Town as
identified in the Nova Scotia Department of Transpertation and Infrastructure Renewal Roads Study
dated August 21, 2014. In consideration of such, the Province shall provide the Municipality with
funding as outlined in Section 1.1{c).

4.0 SALE OF TOWN-OWNED ASSETS [IF APPLICABLE]

41 The Municipality agrees that commencing July 1, 2015, the proceeds from the sale of any real or
persanal property during the next six (6) years, owned by the Town and exceeding 52,500 in value, will
be held in a special reserve and can be used only for purposes associated with the former Town and its
debts.

5.0 REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
51 The Municipality will provide to the Province the following:

{(a} An overall budget detailing the manner in which funds disbursed pursuant to this Letter of ntent
will be expended by the Municipality.

(b) For the first fiscal year following dissolution, a quarterly forecast update including supporting
invoices, detailing the manner in which funds disbursed pursuant to this Letter of Intent have been
expended by the Municipality. This forecast shall be made in a form mandated by the Province.

(c) For each fiscal year thereafter, an annual financial update including supporting invoices, detailing
the manner in which funds disbursed pursuant to this Letter of Intent have been expended by the
Municipality. These reports should be provided within sixty (60) days of the end of each fiscal year,
and shall be made in a form mandated by the Province.

{d) Electranic copies of any and all of the following documents relating to expenditures made from
funding disbursed pursuant to this Letter of Intent:

i. Reguests for Proposals

ii. Applicants’ sub to Requests for P

iii. Monthly account reconciliations

iv. Any other records or reports relating to funding provided pursuant to this Letter
of Intent as requested by the Pravince

5.2 The Municipality will provide any records and reports requested by the Province pursuant to this
Letter of Intent at the Province's request, and within thirty (30) days of any such request.

6.0 FISCAL AUDITING

6.1 The Province may, at the cost of the Province, conduct an audit with respect to the use of the funding
received for the purposes of this Letter of Intent.

6.2 For the purposes of any audit undertaken by the Pravince, the Municipality will provide, upan request
and in a timely manner, to the Province or anyone acting on behalf of the Province:

{a) All books, accounts, and financial records held by the Municipality, or by third parties under a
contract with the Municipality, relating to this Letter of Intent and the use of funding pursuant to
this Letter of intent,
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{b) Such further information and/or clarification that the Pravince or anyone acting on behalf of the
Province may request relating to this Letter of Intent or to the use of funds pursuant to this Letter of
Intent.

The Municipality shall, at all times, ensure that third parties are obligated to provide to the Province or
its authorized representative the books, accounts, records, and other information that are in the third
party’'s possession and that relate to this Letter of Intent or the use of funds pursuant ta this Letter of
Intent.

RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE MUNICIPAUTY
The Municipality will:

{a) Work expediently and in goad faith with the Town and the Province to implement the Order of the
NSUARB dissolving the Town.

(b} Cooperate with the Town and the Province to ensure that the best interests of both the residents of
the Town and Municipality are given equal and serious consideration in the delivery of municipal
services.

The parties agree to expend the funding disbursed pursuant to this Letter of Intent directly and solely
for the purposes outlined in this Letter of Intent, and may not use such funding for any other expenses,
expenditures, or purpose whatsoever.

DEFAULT OF OBLIGATIONS

In the event that any funding provided pursuant to this Letter of Intent has been used for purposes
other than those dictated hereunder, such funding provided pursuant hereto is subject to repayment by
the Municipality at the sole discretion and on such terms and conditions set by the Province.
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

This Letter of Intent is not intended to create legally enforceable obligations under statute, common
law, equity, or otherwise until or otherwise an Order for Dissolution incorporating this Letter of Intent is

granted by the Board.

Other than specified within this Letter of Intent, the Province assumes no further financial responsibility
for the dissolution of the Town.

The pravisions of this agreement become effective only upon an order by the NSUARB ta dissolve the
Town within the twelve (12) months following the execution of this Letter of Intent. Should this period

expire without the Town dissolving, this Letter of Intent will be null and void.

NON-LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY

The Province shall not be liable for any claims, actions, suits, damages, costs or exp arising from:

{a) Any injury, death, or damage to property resulting from or arising out of any act or omission of the
Municipality, their servants, agents, or contracters, in carrying out any work made possible through
the funding provided for in this Letter of Intent.

(b} Any loans or any other contractual commitments entered inta by the Municipality with any other
party or non-party in connection with work made possible through the funding provided for in this
Letter of Intent.
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10.2  The Municipality agrees that they shall at all times indemnify and save harmless the Province, its
Ministers, officers, employees, agents, or assigns from and against all ¢claims, demands, losses, costs,
damages, actions, suits or other proceedings of any kind based upon injury, including death, to any
person, or damage to or loss of property, arising from any willful or negligent act, omission or delay on
the part of the Municipality, its servants, agents, or contractors, in carrying out any work made possible
through the funding provided for in this Letter of Intent.

10.3  The Municipality agrees that they have no authority to bind the Province to any other agreement and
the Municipality agrees that they will not hold themselves out as having any authority, express or
implied, or an behalf of, the Province.
