
On May 1, 2008
Nova Scotia’s

minimum wage rates 
will increase.

The minimum wage will go up 
from $7.60 to $8.10 per hour.

The minimum wage for 
inexperienced workers will rise 
from $7.15 to $7.60 per hour.

Inexperienced workers have less than 3 months 
experience doing the type of work they are hired to do.

Further increases to the minimum wage rate will take 
place in 2009 and 2010.

Copies of the new Minimum Wage Orders will be sent 
to every business in Nova Scotia.
