Highlights?

The 2023-2024 season runs from August 27, 2023 to August 24, 2024

Activity levels

e The number of influenza PCR positives has increased this week compared to last week.

e The number of COVID-19 PCR positives has been steadily declining after peaking in week 46. PCR
positives continue to be lower than during the same time period in 2022/23.

e The number of laboratory-detected RSV cases has been declining over the last two weeks. The
number of PCR positives is lower than during the same time period in 2022/23.

Laboratory-confirmed cases

e Influenza:

o There were 207 new cases of Influenza A, and 32 new cases of Influenza B reported during
week 3; there have been 1068 cases of Influenza A and 72 cases of Influenza B reported since
the start of the 2023-2024 season.

e COVID-19:

o There were 166 new cases of COVID-19 reported during week 3; there have been 6452

laboratory confirmed cases of COVID-19 since the start of the 2023-2024 season.
e RSV:

o There were 83 new cases of RSV reported during week 3; there have been 1020 laboratory

confirmed cases of RSV since the start of the 2023-2024 season.

APPENDIX — DATA NOTES AND DEFINITIONS
DATA NOTES

e Asurveillance week runs from Sunday to Saturday. Nova Scotia’s 2023-2024 season is

aligned with the Public Health Agency of Canada (PHAC) FluWatch surveillance weeks.
o This year runs from August 27, 2023 (Week 35) to August 24, 2024 (Week 34).

¢ Notifications of hospitalizations, ICU admissions, and deaths may lag; deaths are particularly
affected. Additionally, data are incomplete for the most recent week because COVID-19 and
influenza outcome reporting from public health occurs on Wednesdays. The most recent
surveillance week is not included in graphs showing outcomes by week because of this.

e The definition for a COVID-19 hospitalization was changed in May 2023.

e A case can have more than one outcome (e.g., be hospitalized, and later move to the ICU);
multiple outcomes per case are counted in graphs showing outcomes by week, where
applicable.

e RSVis not a notifiable disease in Nova Scotia.

e Testing eligibility guidelines and the use of multiplex PCR testing affect the number of cases
identified and reported.

o A multiplex PCR tests for multiple respiratory pathogens simultaneously. Routine
multiplex PCR tests include influenza, RSV, and COVID-19.

o Inthe 2022-2023 season, Nova Scotia saw increased accessibility to a multiplex PCR
testing which likely increased detection in community of Influenza and RSV.

o Testing is limited to specific populations and the numbers reported here under-
represent the true burden of disease in the community.

Lab Confirmed COVID-19 Outbreak

Two or more laboratory-confirmed resident cases, AND at least one is a facility acquired case,
with all cases epidemiologically linked within the LTCF in a 10-day period

Lab Confirmed Influenza Outbreak
Two or more resident cases of ILI (influenza-like illness), where at least one is a laboratory
confirmed case of influenza, within the LTCF in a 7-day period

Week 2 (January 14, 2024 to January 20, 2024)

Lab Confirmed Respiratory Syncytial Virus (RSV) Outbreak
Two or more symptomatic residents where at least one is a laboratory confirmed case of
RSV, epidemiologically linked within the LTCF in a 7-day period

ILI CASE DEFINITION

Acute onset of respiratory illness with fever and cough and with one or more of the following —
sore throat, arthralgia, myalgia or prostration which is likely due to influenza. In children under
5, gastrointestinal symptoms may also be present. In patients under 5 or 65 and older, fever
may not be prominent.
