Identify the current
problem and the rationale for your study.

Step Il:  Define and describe your PICO/HYPOTHESIS and the objective(s) of
your study.

Step lll:  Methods: Describe the population (inclusion/exclusion criteria),
intervention and how you will operationalize the study i.e.
randomizing your population into the intervention group or the
comparison group and your sample size calculation and methods to
obtain your data. Describe and include any questionnaires or
measurement tools. If conducting a chart review or data analysis,
describe how and what you will review or analyze.

Step IV: Analysis section: Provide a description of how you will analyze the
results and how the results address your study objectives. You may
need the help of a statistician.

Step V:  Ethical considerations section: If this study involves human subjects,
describe the consent process with consideration to voluntariness and
determining capacity. Include the consent form. Measures to ensure
data confidentiality, data storage and any possible adverse effects of
participating in the study must be described. A contact name should
be in the consent form. If you intend to publish the results, the study
must go through ethical review in your area.
