There are some important
things to do before we start to
burn brush.

trees; keep fire fighting tools
on hand (a charged garden hose,
shovel, rake and bucket); and
soak the ashes well with water
after the fire is out.

Boy, there sure is a lot to think
about, but the forests are
worth all the extra planning. I
sure hope Mom and Dad don’t
think I’m being too careful. I
know Gram will be on my side;
she loves to see the green for-
ests and all the special crea-
tures that live there.  We will
just have to work together to
