Where are 
we now?

As of March 31, 2011, 75 per cent of the municipal public 
drinking water supplies met the treatment standards, which is 
an increase of 10 per cent from last year. Some municipalities 
have not yet met the standard due to challenges such as land 
acquisition delays, groundwater study requirements, construction 
delays, and cost overruns. The Province has been making progress 
toward this target by working with the municipalities to help 
them overcome these challenges in meeting the standard.

Where are 
we now?

Development of a Wetland Conservation Policy is ongoing. In 
preparation for the release of the policy, a variety of tools to 
promote wetland conservation are being developed. These tools 
include: a functional evaluation approach for assessors; a wetland 
indicator plant list (already available); background information on 
wetland types in Nova Scotia; fact sheets for landowners, farmers, 
developers and land-use planners; and an online field guide to 
wetlands and wetland plants in Nova Scotia. In addition, work 
is also being done to develop courses on wetland delineations 
and functional assessments through Fernhill Institute/Acadia 
University and a vernal pool mapping and monitoring project has 
been initiated.

Dear Mr. Belliveau:

On behalf of my colleagues on the Round Table on Environment and Sustainable Prosperity, I am pleased to 
submit our fourth annual assessment of the progress made by the Province in implementing the objectives and 
goals embodied in the Environmental Goals and Sustainable Prosperity Act (EGSPA). This has been an interesting and 
challenging year in which the Province has undertaken new initiatives and made substantive progress on some of 
the goals set out in the Act. The Round Table is pleased with the format of this year’s Progress Report

We take particular note of renewable energy in which new goals and targets have been announced that will 
advance the Province far beyond those originally established in the legislation. This is clearly an effort that will 
move us closer to the long-term objective of sustainable prosperity while assisting the Province to meet its goals 
for reduction of greenhouse gases. The year 2010 was marked by notable weather and climate-related events which 
could be a forewarning of changes to come. These should be carefully monitored and should spur the Provincial 
Government and other stakeholders to make a concerted effort to further mitigation and adaptation efforts 
associated with climate change risks. It should be noted that our ability to achieve the 2020 target will rely on 
continued progress on the remaining emitting sources, particularly transportation and buildings.

The Government has also moved decisively to focus increased efforts on energy efficiency by establishing 
Efficiency Nova Scotia Corporation. By the end of 2010, this new organization was already playing a role by 
managing efficiency programs associated with electricity use. Efficiency targets set for the Province are among the 
most ambitious in North America.

The other component of the Act worth special mention is the continuing effort to reach the goal and target set for 
protected land in Nova Scotia. Additional protected areas were announced during 2010 and a new plan is being 
developed to enable the Province to meet, if not exceed, the goal set for 2015.

Although the revised solid waste management strategy, which was to be released in 2010, has not yet been 
announced, a few municipal units have already met the target of 300 kilograms per person per year established for 
2015. This is encouraging.

In the area of air quality, Nova Scotia and the emitters of ozone have met the 2010 target established by the 
Canadian Council of Ministers of the Environment. The targets set for NOX had already been met, and we are 
hopeful that SO2 targets for 2010 will also be met, as there are continuing concerns with acidification. It is not 
clear that the goal and targets for fine particulates have been met, as all of the data are not yet available. The 
Round Table was surprised by the delay allowed in meeting the mercury emissions, as concerns about this toxic 
metal have been recognized for many years.
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We are pleased that the Province released its much anticipated water strategy in 2010 with considerable interest 
among stakeholders. Over the next few months and years, we are hoping to see more articulation of goals and 
targets for the many components of that strategy. We are looking forward to the release of the delayed wetland 
policy, a critical piece of any water management strategy. The Round Table has been expressing our ongoing 
concern regarding the delays in satisfying the goal that municipalities would meet the Province’s water treatment 
standards by 2008. We are calling on you and your Cabinet colleagues to develop and announce a formal plan of 
action required to meet this goal as soon as possible. 

There have been delays in announcing the natural resource strategies that will provide an important underpinning 
of the economic and environmental objectives of the Act and a sustainable future for Nova Scotia. The Round Table 
can appreciate that the development of the strategies is complex and we look forward to their release in 2011.

While it is important to do what is necessary to meet the goals and targets in the Act, we understand that 
additional time can be required to consult and develop a truly effective policy and strategy. It would be helpful if 
the reasons for the delays could be explained.

We would also encourage the Government to begin to report on the environmental and economic changes or 
achievements which have occurred as a result of meeting a goal or adopting a new strategy or policy. For example, 
a sustainable procurement policy was adopted in 2009. What, if any, changes have occurred in procurement as a 
result and how have these changes benefited the economy and the environment?

With the mandated five-year review of the Act coming in 2012, it would be useful to be tracking and reporting 
on outcomes, as well as progress on the goals themselves, in order to lay the foundation for consultations on this 
important and groundbreaking piece of legislation We look forward to working with you, your colleagues, and your 
Department on the plans for that review.

Dear Professor Côté:

I would like to thank the Round Table on Environment and Sustainable Prosperity for providing feedback on the 
fourth annual progress report for the Environmental Goals and Sustainable Prosperity Act (EGSPA). I appreciate the 
Round Table’s contributions in engaging with government as we continue to work towards the goals and targets 
set out in the Act. 

As recognized in your letter, significant progress has been made. Of particular note is the addition of new 
renewable energy targets, the protection of new land, the improvement of air quality, and the release of a strategy 
for managing water resources. The complexity of these issues has caused challenges in meeting some of the goals 
within the established timeline. Your request for additional information on reasons for any delays will be provided 
where possible in future reports. Government will continue to work towards the goals and is committed to their 
achievement within reasonable timeframes. 

In your letter, the Round Table expressed concern regarding the amendment to the target for mercury emissions. 
The cost for complying with the 2010 emissions target would have resulted in significant electricity rate increases 
in 2011. The decision to defer the 65 kg mercury emission limit for Nova Scotia Power (NSP) until 2014 allows 
time to implement a more cost-effective technology solution. To offset the impact of this delay, the amendments 
also included annual declining emission limits from 2010 to 2013, a 35 kg emission limit in 2020, and a 
requirement for NSP to make up by 2020 for all annual emissions over 65 kg in the 2010–2013 period. These 
additional requirements will ensure that the reduction of the Province’s mercury emissions is on track while 
balancing the potential financial impact to Nova Scotians. 

The Round Table has also reinforced the importance of meeting the Province’s treatment standards for public 
drinking water. Although the Province has been working steadily with municipalities to overcome the challenges 
associated with meeting the standards, this goal has not yet been fully achieved. The remaining 20 municipalities 
not meeting the standards are actively working towards compliance (total population served by these supplies 
is 21,155.) Notable progress includes six municipalities whose applications for final approval have already been 
submitted, and five who have groundwater studies already underway. As recommended in your letter, a plan of 
action is needed to ensure this goal is fully met. The Province has been working with the individual municipalities 
to help them to develop drinking water treatment compliance strategies that meet their particular circumstances. 
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Your recommendations about reporting on the environmental and economic outcomes and achievements that 
have occurred as a result of EGSPA are interesting. Reporting on these outcomes could help demonstrate results 
and strengthen the linkage between the environment and the economy. Exploring options that support this 
recommendation could form a key part of the upcoming EGSPA review. 

I appreciate the Round Table’s continued commitment to the environmental sustainability and sustainable 
prosperity of the province. I look forward to further discussions on your recommendations as we work together to 
achieve our objective of having one of the cleanest and most sustainable environments by 2020.
