# Guarantee to provide an exchange rate within 5% of the current bank rate.  This can be done by
checking daily with your local bank or online at www.bankofcanada.ca  for the current rate.

# Display the Fair & Friendly Exchange material in a visible location, i.e. front window or near
the cash register.

# Always keep literature and promotional materials in good condition.

To enroll, fill out an application form.  You will receive, at no cost, two Fair & Friendly decals, two rate cards
to help calculate the daily exchange and a point-of-purchase wheel to display the day’s rate.
